Care needs to be taken so that the design conforms to accessibility and usability standards so as not exclude certain users.  Brand guidelines need to be followed throughout the process so that the end product fits in with all other collateral and is recognizable.  Large sites should take advantage of HTML templates and Cascading Style Sheets (CSS).  Finally, rigorous testing is essential at all phases to make sure that the product is functional is all environments.

Print Design should follow ‘simplicity design’.   The purpose and audience should be clear before production can begin.  Data needs to be organized into a clear format that users will be able to understand.  Graphics and illustrations should be used to supplement the text.  Heading should be informative and overviews used to give the main idea of the text. Brand guidelines need to be followed throughout the process so that the end product fits in with all other collateral and is recognizable.
